The most commonly used staging system for RCC is the TINM staging system. It allows for a distinction
between venous involvement and nodal invasion and stratifies the extent of each stage. RCC can involve the
renal vein and vena cava and may even extend into the right atrium. Locally, it can directly invade
surrounding structures such as the adrenal gland and colon. Five-year survival rates range from 80% to g0%
for stages T1 No Mo (<7 cm) and T2 N0 Mo (>7 cm), 40% to 60% for stage T3 No Mo, and 10% to 20% for
